Marxist-Leninist Ideology 
a. Marxist dialectic materialism emphasizes (1) conflict (2) change b. Conflict with the capitalist states cannot be resolved (1) whether overt or covert, cold or hot, a state of war exists between the capitalist and socialist world. (2) No agreement can ever finally resolve tensions since situations and conditions always change. 
c. Soviet view of post-war capitalism: “Soviet thinking proceeded on the assumption that the war had either mortally wounded capitalism or that it had given it only a temporary access of strength, and that the renewal of the struggle for markets would lead inevitably to its self-destruction.” (McCauley Origins 34)
YALTA
Describe what was discussed about Germany during the Yalta Conference of February 1945.

o The allies decided that Germany would be disarmed, demilitarized, de-Nazified, and divided: 4 zones of occupation between the US, GB, France, and the USSR
o An allies control commission would be set up to govern Germany: Germany to be run as one country despite zones of occupation
o Germany would pay $20 billion in reparations: 50% of that to go to the USSR
The debate on how Poland's borders would be drawn & what its political makeup would be was very tense. 
The results:
• Borders: The border between Poland & the USSR was to be drawn @ the Curzon Line- This placed the frontier between the 2 nations back to where it had been before the Russo-Polish War of 1921; The Poles were compensated by gaining Germany territory East of the Oder-Neisse Line
• Political Makeup: Stalin agreed to the establishment of a more democratic gov't in Poland, following "free elections"

Describe what was discussed about Eastern Europe during the Yalta Conference of 1945.

o Stalin agreed that the countries of E. Europe would be able to decide who governed them in "free elections": Considered the most significant wartime deal made w/ the Soviets by the British & Americans
Describe what was discussed about the United Nations during the Yalta Conference of 1945.

o Stalin agreed that the USSR would join the UN
o Allies agreed there would be 5 permanent members of the Security Council, each w/ the power of the veto
o Stalin demanded that all 16 Soviet Republics have separate seats in the Gen. Assembly. The British & US only agreed to 3: Russia, the Ukraine, & Belarus
o Pres. Roosevelt dies & = replaced by Truman: Truman would adopt a more hardline policy towards the Soviets
o Germany surrendered unconditionally on May 7, 1945
o Churchill's Conservative Party lost the 1945 UK General Election, him being replaced by Labor Party Leader Clement Atlee
o The Soviet Union occupied territory as far West as deep inside Germany
o On July, 1945, a day after the Potsdam Conference began, the US successfully tested its 1st A-bomb
POTSDAM
Describe what was discussed about Germany during the Potsdam Conference (July-August 1945).
o Allies could not agree on how to disarm, demilitarize, de-Nazify and divide Germany
o Decided that each would carry out the de-Nazification and demilitarization of Germany in their own way in their zones of occupation... potential diplomatic problems w/ this?
o The German economy was to be run as a whole, but was limited to domestic industry & agriculture
o Soviets were to receive 25% of their reparations from the Western occupation zones. The more agricultural Eastern zone was to give food in exchange
Describe what was discussed about Poland during the Potsdam Conference (July-August 1945).

o Truman challenged the new Western frontier between Poland & Germany
o Truman insisted on an entirely new government, feeling that a "free & democratic" vote had occurred in the country
Describe what was discussed about Eastern Europe during the Potsdam Conference (July-August 1945).
o Truman became increasingly concerned over the amount of Soviet control in Eastern & Southeastern Europe, especially in Romania & Bulgaria: Soviet military presence in these countries made changing this a problem; Outside of a military threat, Truman could do nothing
Describe what was discussed about the UN during the Potsdam Conference (July-August 1945).

o Made official @ the Treaty of San Francisco in 1945
o The USSR was the only communist nation permanently seated on the UN Security Council: Stalin used his veto powers to block any initiatives he believed to be against Soviet interests
Describe the Iran Crisis.
o After the end of the war, the USSR refused to remove its troops from Iran
o Stalin believed he was entitled to the Black Sea Straits and Iranian oil as his former allies were
o Truman feared open war w/ the USSR, and after a formal protest to the UN by Iran, the Soviets withdrew
o Instability in Greece & Turkey
Describe Churchill's Iron Curtain

- By 1946, Soviet-dominated Communist governments were set up in Poland, Romania, & Bulgaria: Went against the "free & democratic" elections promised at Yalta
- Communist regimes not linked to Moscow were established in Albania & Yugoslavia : In 2-3 years this Soviet influence would move into East Germany & Czechoslovakia
- A cloak of secrecy had descended over Eastern Europe within few months of the end of the war
Describe Kennan's Long Telegram (February 1946).
- A key US diplomat in Moscow

- Telegram focused on the nature of Soviet conduct & foreign policy

- Key ideas:

o USSR's view of the world was a traditional one of insecurity

o Soviets wanted to advance Muscovite Stalinist ideology (not simply Marxism)

o The Soviet regime was cruel & repressive & justified this by perceiving nothing but evil in the outside world: That view of a hostile outside environment would sustain the internal Stalinist system

o The USSR was fanatically hostile to the West—but they were not suicidal

Describe the Czechoslovakian Coup (February 1948).

- Stalin organizes pressure on Czechoslovakian government: 12 non-Communist members forced to resign
- Czech communist leader demanded the formation of a Communist-led government
- Czech President Eduard Benes agrees
- Truman denounces the event, and uses it as an opportunity to pass the Marshall Plan

Describe the Soviet Response to the Marshall Plan.

COMECON
o Jan 1949
o Council for Mutual Economic Assistance
o Purpose: Linked the economies of Eastern Europe to Moscow; Designed to "stimulate" and control their economic development; Support the collectivization of agriculture & the development of heavy industry
Describe Cominform.
o The Communist Information Bureau, founded Sept 1947
o Instrument to increase Stalin's control over the Communist parties of other countries
o Comprised of Communists from USSR, Yugoslavia, France, Italy, Poland, Bulgaria, Hungary, & Romania
o West concerned that the organization would actively spread Communism & destabilize democratic govts in the Wests own "sphere of influence"
Describe the Berlin Crisis of 1948.
- Berlin's governance was the responsibility of the Allied Kommandantura made up of 4 military governors
- Why did the post-war powers fail to unify Germany?- Germany's key strategic position & the differing aims of the main powers; The increasing lack of trust between E & W as the Cold War developed; The specific disputes between the post-war powers w/in Germany itself
- March 1948, Stalin started putting transport restrictions on Western interests in Berlin
- The West introduces a new currency into the Western sectors of Berlin, severely upsetting Stalin
- June 23-24, Stalin begins the total blockade of Berlin: Roads, railways, waterways linking West Berlin to the Western sector of Germany were all closed; Electricity from East to West was also cut; USSR left the Berlin Kommandantura
- The 1st crisis of the Cold War
- The West tried to supply Berlin from the air
- American & British planes flew more than 200,000 flights to Berlin in 320 days
- Vital supplies such as fuel & coal were flown to 2.2 million West Berliners
- May 1949, seeing that his gamble was failing, Stalin lifted the blockade: Showed him he had a rough road ahead, no appeasement
Describe the consequences of the Berlin Airlift.

- The division of Germany: The failure of the blockade meant that the division of Germany was bound to stay- West Germany is the Federal Republic of Germany, Sept 1949, led by Chancellor Konrad Adenauer, East Germany is the German Democratic Republic; Neither side could contemplate the idea of a unified Germany which could possibly become an ally to the other side
- The continuation of 4-power control in Berlin
- The formation of North Atlantic Treaty Organization: The Czech Coup, combined w/ the resource demands of the Berlin airlift, emphasized the need for a US defense commitment to Europe; April 1949, NATO is formed between the USA, Canada, the Brussels Pact powers, Norway, Denmark, Iceland, Italy, & Portugal
- May 1954, West Germany joins NATO: Stalin now has an armed Germany on his border
Describe how Eisenhower put his containment policy into action.
• Setting up alliances to encircle the Soviet Union, for example, SEATO.
• Use of military power to protect vulnerable areas, for example, West Berlin.
• Assisting forces fighting communism, for example, Diem's government in South Vietnam
• Increasing CIA covert operations
• Increased reliance on nuclear weapons

Describe the rise of Khrushchev.

• Stalin dies in 1953, leaving Soviet foreign policy under George Malenkov, with aid from Nikita Khrushchev and Nicolai Bulganin
• Malenkov formulates the idea of a 'New Course' with the West: Khrushchev wins the power struggle between the three and renames this 'peaceful co-existence'
• De-Stalinization: Khrushchev openly denounces Stalin, criticizing Stalin's crimes and 'cult of personality'
• Peaceful Co-existence: Capitalism and Communism should accept the continuing existence of one another, rather than using force to destroy each other
Describe the Hungarian Uprising of 1956. 
Stimulated by Secret Speech

Stimulated by Polish successes in charging leadership.
• Crowds demanded that their oppressive leader Matyas Rakokski be replaced with the more moderate Imre Nagy: Soviet troops sent to restore order but failed. Nagy negotiates the withdrawal of Soviet troops on October 28 1956.
• Nagy then announces that Hungary would leave the Warsaw Pact.
• Khrushchev launches a general offensive against the Hungarians, with bitter fighting occurring in Budapest: 20,000 Hungarians and 3000 Soviets die
• A new government under Janos Kadar was created
Describe the Egyptian Presdient Gamal Abdel Nasser's role in the Suez Crisis of 1956.
• Received US support/funding for his ambitious Aswan Dam project, but provoked US hostility after receiving arms from Czechoslovakia: Soviet experts were sent to train the Egyptian army.
• Nasser retaliates by nationalizing the Suez Canal: Canal was partly owned by British and was vital for British and French shipping; British initiate a plan for the Israelis to take back control
Israel launches an attack on the Canal Zone on October 29, 1956, with British and French forces in support
• The US was not informed about the attack
• The entire Sinai Peninsula was captured in a week
• US calls a UN Security Council meeting on October 30, denouncing the attack and drafting a resolution for the withdrawal of Israeli forces. The US also encourages other UN members to not support the British: The US was afraid the Arabs would move towards Communist support; The British veto this; Khrushchev threatens Britain and France with the use of ICBM's
• The crisis passed to the General Assembly of the UN, resulting in the creation of the United Nations Emergency Force (UNEF)

Describe the results of the Suez Crisis of 1956.

• As a result of the failed attempt by the British and French to topple Nasser, Nasser became a focus of Arab nationalism throughout the Middle East
• Egypt blocks the canal with sunken ships, disrupting international trade.
• Arabic nations reduce oil exports to the West, causing brief rationing.
• British and French influence in the Middle East highly reduced.
• Nasser utilizes Soviet money and experts to complete the Aswan high dam, becomes an opponent of the West
• Eisenhower Doctrine, January 1957
Describe the economic differences between West and East Germany.
West Germany:
o Larger population and industrial output than East Germany.
o Received Marshall Aid money, helping to create a high standard of living.

East Germany:
o Leader Walter Ulbricht's post 1949 program of forced collectivization of farms and socialization proved disastrous
o High educated and best trained East Germans fled to West Germany for higher pay: In 1953 it was made more difficult for Germans to leave E. Berlin for the Western sectors. However, 200,000 still succeeded in making the trip.
Describe the political differences between West and East Germany.

West Germany:
o Democracy
o Economic aid from the West caused incredible growth, leading many to leave the East.

East Germany:
o Rigid Stalinist, authoritarian state.
o 1953 Worker Riots violently put down.

No further efforts by either side to reunite the country.

Origins
1943
            28 November-1 December    Tehran
            Meeting to coordinate strategy against Nazi Germany at which it was determined that Stalin would retain the Baltic states as well as gain Polish and Romanian territory. Roosevelt acceded to many of Stalin's demands, to the somewhat detriment of Churchill, in an attempt to gain Soviet favour for the war in the Pacific.

1945
           4-11 February        Yalta
          Summit meeting of the Big Three, which is often said to mark the highest point in international cooperation between the three nations. Postwar issues were discussed, primarily the division of Germany, though specifications of war reparations were left to be decided at the next meeting. Free, democratic elections for countries liberated from the Nazis were agreed upon as were the borders of Poland. The decision at Yalta also sanctioned the creation of the UN and it was set that Russia would join the war in the Pacific following the defeat of Germany.

            17 July-2 August    Potsdam
            First summit meeting after Roosevelt's death in which decisions were made regarding the actual implementation of agreements at Yalta. Further decision on occupation of Germany and war reparations had been stalled by Roosevelt in hopes of reaching compromise after the heat of the issues had cooled off, but Truman's hard line against the Soviets was in direct opposition to Roosevelt's more conciliatory policies. Thus this conference marks one of the early ideological conflicts of the Cold War. A Council of Foreign ministers was established to deal with peace treaties.

            Truman Doctrine
            The standard for American Cold War policy was set by the Truman Doctrine in 1947. It stressed the dangerous expansionism of the USSR and pledged support for "free peoples" around the world and those who were struggling against communism. It was prompted by the British withdrawal of forces in Greece and Turkey and was aimed at the containment of Communism even through, to some extent, military means.

        Marshall Plan
        The Marshall Plan was a way to restore capitalism in Europe by providing dollar loans to non-communist states. This helped prevent a post-war depression as well as ensuring American dominance in the European economic sector. Restoring economic stability was seen as a key way of containing Communism; part of the thinking was that states prosperous under a free market system were unlikely to view Communism as an attractive alternative.

President Kennedy decided on 22 October that the best course of action would be to place a blockade around the island, relying on the belief that the missiles were not yet operational and equipment was still in the process of being sent to Cuba. Six days later the Soviets agreed to remove the weapons and it is now known that Kennedy had entered into a secret agreement to not invade Cuba. Often called the beginning of the end of the Cold War.

            26 September            Brezhnev Doctrine
            Soviet foreign policy justifying the invasion of Czechoslovakia under the Warsaw Pact. It stated that the Communist parties were to have dominance in their respective states –under leaders approved in Moscow. If these conditions were put in jeopardy, neighboring socialist states were obligated to intervene. The PRC labeled this as imperialism. The Brezhnev Doctrine was loosened under Gorbachev to allow for his reforms. It was eventually dropped all together on 25 October 1989.

            Ostpolitik
            The direction of foreign policy adopted by the Federal Republic of East Germany in 1969 aimed at improving relations with Eastern Europe. It reversed the Hallstein Doctrine under which the FRG refused to have diplomatic relations with any state that recognized the GDR. "Ostpolitik" became official FRG policy in 1969 and in addition to increasing trade opportunities it was to reduce the reliance on US military aid.

These restrictions are intended to prevent the establishment of a nationwide defense or the creation of a base for deploying such a defense. The treaty also codifies the principle of "non-interference" by one party with the national technical means of verification of the other, thereby protecting the right of overflight by reconnaissance satellites. 
            This becomes obsolete quickly as technological advancements made Anti-Balistic Missiles themselves obsolete. MIRVs increased the chances of being able to destroy the other side's strategic force and thus that side's ability to retaliate following an attack.
